Don’t go 
just to observe, but enter into their styles and litur-

gies as best you are able, expanding your verbal and 
physical vocabularies for worshipping your Creator. 
In addition, try different things in your personal wor-
ship times. Do things you have never done before, 
always keeping in mind the only acceptable focus of 
our worship.
